2021 Writing Entry Prompts

[bookmark: _GoBack]Writing Entry Prompt 1
Some individuals have a background, identity, interest, or talent that is so meaningful to them that they believe their application would be incomplete without it.  If this sounds like you, then please share your story and how the talent, interest, etc., has helped you gain a sense of who you are and who you want to become.  Hint: Center your essay around your personal growth as helped by the background, identity, etc. and how you perceive your future growth.

Writing Entry Prompt 2
At the center of the Governor’s Scholar Program logo, there is a torch symbolizing the human curiosity for knowledge and progress overall. Write an essay discussing your understanding of “curiosity,” how it has helped you cultivate your sense of self as the basis for a long-life personal trajectory. Hint: Although “curiosity” is associated with learning and education, you may consider other aspects of life as well, e.g. social, political, intellectual, vocational, and spiritual curiosity.

Writing Entry Prompt3
What question or quote changed how you understand the world? Explain how this particular question (and its answer, answers, or lack of an answer) or quote (you read or heard) made a difference in your thinking. Hint: Do not spend most of your essay on providing an interpretation, summarizing the background, or establishing a historical context of the question or quote; what’s important is your understanding and how the question or quote affected your worldview. 

Writing Entry Prompt 4
Explain why a fictional character from a work of art (literature, music, visual arts, film) has been especially important to you. Be sure to emphasize what the character reveals about you. Hint: Do not spend most of your essay summarizing the novel, film, poem, or work of art; what’s most important to us is what the work reveals about you.

Writing Entry Prompt 5
Choose one of your Extracurricular or Service Activities and describe how you became involved and how the activity has made you aware of future opportunities to develop your character and/or skills, considering both successes and failures. Hint: Keep in mind that it is about you, what you have gained and what you have contributed, rather than the activity itself. 

Writing Entry Prompt 6
Choose one person that inspires you - a modern person or person from another era – but who you have never met, and imagine that you have been granted the opportunity to travel, meet and interview the person at her/his place during a brief period of time. Who would you choose and what makes this an inspiring person? What would you ask and what insights will you gain? Hint: Do not spend most of your essay describing the person and his or her biographical accomplishments; what’s important to us is what your choice reveals about you.
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
